Agriculture means cultivation of land, producing crops and livestock for economic purposes.
It studies field crops and their management, including soil management. The primary aim of
agriculture is to protect land from deterioration and misuse to achieve high productivity.

Crop production — it deals with the production of various crops such as food crops, fodder
crops, fibre crops, sugar, oil seeds, etc. It includes agronomy, soil science, entomology, pathology,
microbiology, etc. The aim is to have better food production and how to control the diseases.

Horticulture — branch of agriculture which deals with the production of flowers, fruits,
vegetables, ornamental plants, spices, condiments (includes narcotic crops — opium, etc., which has
medicinal value) and drinks.

Agricultural Engineering — it aims to produce modified tools to facilitate proper animal
husbandry and crop production tools, implements and machinery in animal production.

Forestry — it deals with production of perennial trees for supplying wood, timber, rubber,
etc. and also raw materials for industries.

Animal Husbandry — it is common for both crops and animals.

Fishery Science — it is for marine fish and inland fish including shrimps and prawns and
other types of seafood.

Home Science — it deals with application and utilization of agricultural produces in a better
manner. When utilization is enhanced production is also enhanced.

On integration of all the seven branches, first three are grouped as for crop production group
and next two for animal management and last two as allied agriculture branches.

Soil is an incredibly complex substance. It is produced from rock by the process of

weathering and by activities of plants, animals and man. Soil has physical and chemical properties
that allow it to sustain living organisms — not just plant roots and earthworms but hundreds of
different insects, wormlike creatures and microorganisms. When these organisms are in balance,
soil cycles nutrients efficiently, stores water, drains the excess and maintains an environment in
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which plants can thrive.

To recognize that a soil can be healthy, one has only to think of the soil as a living entity.
Soil can breathe, transport nutrients. It can interact with its environment and even purify itself and
grow over time.

Cover crops play a vital role in ensuring that soil provides a strong foundation for a farming
system. Cover crops improve soil in a number of ways. Protection against soil loss from erosion is
the most obvious benefit of cover crops. Cover crops contribute to overall soil health by catching
nutrients before they can leach out of the soil profile or in the case of legumes, by adding nitrogen
to the soil. Their roots can even unlock some nutrients, converting them to more available forms.
Cover crops provide habitat or a food source for some important organisms, break up compacted
layers in the soil and help to dry out wet soils.

The general character of a soil depends on the nature of parent material. Thus coarse-grained
sandstone will generally produce a sandy soil, and a stratum of shale a “heavy soil”.

The cereals are crop plants which belong to the grass family (Graminea). Cereals are mostly

cultivated for their edible seeds. Cereals are grown in greater quantities than any other type of crop
because they are the most important source of food for a man and domestic animals. Wheat, rice,
maize, millet, sorghum, rye, oat and barley are more important than any other crop.

The cultivation of all cereal crops is similar. All cereals are annual plants: one planting

yields one harvest. Wheat, rye, oat and barley are cool-season cereals. They are generally grown in
the temperate climates.

There are winter and spring varieties of cereal crops. Winter varieties are sown in autumn

and they mature in late spring or early summer. This cultivation system makes optional use of water
and frees the land for another crop. Spring cereals are planted in early springtime and mature late
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the same summer without vernalization. Spring cereals need more irrigation and give less harvest
than winter cereals.

Cereal grains supply most of their calories as starch. They are also a source of protein.
Whole grains are good source of dietary fiber.

* stem (e.g. asparagus)

* tuber (e.g. potato)

* seed (e.g. beans, peas)

* leaf (e.g. cabbage, lettuce)

Vegetables are generally annual plants. Some vegetables (onion, carrot, and beet) are grown
as biennials for seed production. Propagation of vegetable crops is mostly by seed; potato is
propagated by tubers or tuber sections.

Vegetables have highly variable climatic requirements. Temperature, enough water, day
length are the climatic factors which have the greatest influence on productivity. Cool season
vegetable crops (cabbage, lettuce, cauliflower, broccoli, onions) grow best between 12 and 20° C.
Warm season vegetable crops (cucumber, eggplant, pepper, tomato) grow best between 18 and 28°
C.

Vegetables are generally grown on mineral or organic soils. Most vegetable plants prefer
mineral soils like sandy loams and loam soils. These soils provide desirable growth conditions and
ease the cultivation. Careful management of soil fertility and moisture are necessary for high
quality and maximum yield.

BUSINESS LETTERS
1) ORDER LETTERS
Planning your order letter is important so that you have all the information you need at hand before
you begin to write. Require clear information about the specific product, the method of payment,
and how and where they should be sent, and any deadlines that apply.
2) LETTER OF APPLICATION
In a letter of application, you are really promoting yourself and selling your skills. You want to
interest the audience (the reader) in your qualifications so that he/she will think you are right for the
job. The real purpose of a letter of application is to get a job interview.
3) LETTER TO THE EDITOR
Letters-to-the-editor are really a persuasive expository essay written in a letter format. Because you
are trying to change attitudes, this kind of letter requires a lot of thought, planning, and in some
cases research to find convincing facts. Start with a statement that tells what issue the letter is
about, followed by a clear statement of your opinion. Then provide a number of body paragraphs
that give background information and convincing supports for your opinion. End the letter with a
summary, a hope that something can be done, or a suggestion for change.
4) LETTERS OF INQUIRY AND REQUEST
Because these kinds of letters need the recipient to respond, it is important to write them in such a
way that you get a favourable response.
5)
At first, letters of request may look easy, but they require the same kind of thought, planning, and
revision as any good composition. If your question is worded vaguely, the reader may have to
guess what you want. If you ask too forcefully for something, the reader may be offended and
ignore your letter completely or put off doing anything about it. The purpose of this kind of letter is
to get someone, whom you probably don’t know, to do you a favour. Often in cases like these,
stating the reason for your request or showing how the recipient can benefit from it can be
persuasive. A successful request letter, therefore, demands good clear questions and a polite,
persuasive tone. If you have several questions, it is acceptable to present them in a numbered list.
5) RESPONSE LETTERS
When you can provide what the writer has asked for, you are bringing “good news” in your
response. The body of a “pes” response letter should acknowledge the request and include an
exceptions to the request.
6) LETTERS OF COMPLAINT
The best complaint letters do not sound complaining or angry. Even though you may be upset and
frustrated by the time you decide you need to write a letter, abuse and insults will certainly mean
that your problem will go to the bottom of the pile and may even be ignored altogether. A good
complaint letter states your problem calmly and if possible suggests a reason why it is in the
company’s best interest to deal positively with your situation.

7) FRIENDLY LETTERS

When you write to a friend to exchange news and “catch-up” on the latest news, the letter is
written in casual language. You write as if you were speaking to the friend. Although the letter
may be to someone who knows you well, it is important that you spell correctly, write in complete
sentences, and keep your thoughts separate by writing in complete sentences and paragraphs,
indenting at the beginning of each paragraph. Grammar, spelling, capitalization, and punctuation
count as well. You want the reader to understand what you mean to say.

8) THANK-YOU NOTES
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Thank-you notes, another type of personal letter, are sent as a courtesy to thank someone for his or
her thoughtfulness or kindness. After receiving a gift, flowers, or a favour, sending a thank-you
note lets the sender know you received the gift, noticed the favour, or appreciated his/her kindness.
The thank-you note should be sent as soon as possible after receiving the gift or favour. Thank-you
notes follow the same format as friendly letters and in general should be handwritten. Depending
on who will receive the letter, you may use decorative note paper.
9)  LETTERS OF CONDOLENCE
Another type of personal letter, a letter of condolence, is sent to express sympathy for something
that has happened to the reader of the letter or to someone close to him/her. This is probably the
most difficult of all personal letters to write. You will want to console the reader without
increasing his/her sorrow. When writing letters of condolence, start by telling why you are writing
the letter. Then, tell how you feel about the situation. Express your sympathy. Keep the letter as
simple as possible.
10) LETTERS OF REGRET
If you are unable to attend a function, particularly one for which you have received a written
invitation, a letter of regret is not only polite, but usually expected. The letter you write should be
warm and friendly. In many cases, you may want to explain why you are not able to attend. Be sure
to thank the person for the invitation and let them know you appreciated it.
