CERTIFICATION IN RUSSIA

Certification is a series of actions, undertaken to confirm with the means of conformance
certificates (specific documents) that a product meets certain standards or other requirements and
regulations. Lots of foreign companies spend a lot of time and money to prove a customer that their
products possess high quality standards. According to non-Russian sources, those expenses reach
up to 1-2% of all the manufacturers' expenses. Sometimes, the expenses are equal to the cost of
reaching the quality standards themselves. All the spending comes in place because certification is a
very effective tool to develop trade, promote products on the national and overseas markets as well
as to win a niche on them for quite a long period of time. All that gives ground to wide use of
certification.

Certification was introduced to defend the market form the malfunction products. On the one hand,
security, health and environmental issues make the legislature bodies rest responsibility for low
quality products with the manufacturers, suppliers etc. On the other hand, those issues make the
legislature bodies introduce the minimum of obligatory requirements to the properties of the
products offered to the market. The first group includes such law practices as the Russian law "On
the protection of consumers' interests” or the EU law "On the responsibility for the products.”
Regulations, setting the minimum of obligatory requirements for products properties, can refer to
the whole group of products or their subgroups, like the laws "On Toys", "Electromagnetic
Compatibility" and others. The legislation puts limits on the use of products, falling under its
regulation in part or as a whole. It is also said that in that case a product falls under the legislature
regulation. If product properties in part or as a whole are not regulated by national laws, a product
can be offered on the given market without any limits and it is said that a product does not fall
under the legislature regulation. For offering a product, which falls under the legislature regulation,
one needs to obtain the confirmation that the product meets all legislature requirements. One of the
forms of that kind of confirmation is certification, implemented by a third independent party
(besides a manufacturer and a consumer, which are the other parties in the process). If a product
does not fall under legislature regulation, it can be offered to the given market without limits and
there is no need to confirm its properties. In case there is no legislature regulation, suppliers can get
their products certified by a third party at their own initiative, requesting the confirmation of certain
properties. Suppliers can request the confirmation according to specific standards and technical
requirements. Suppliers should have a clear vision of how they can profit from certification, for
example, by launching an advertising campaign with an expertise from a third independent party.
Certification is needed for manufacturing and selling goods on the territory of the Russian
Federation as well as for their customs clearance in all varieties and quantities. Certification
confirms the quality characteristics declared by a manufacturer, makes export and import easier and
gives goods additional competition advantages on the market.

Economics is a science studying economy. Economics like any other natural and social sciences
tries to reveal laws and principles. During the modern history economists call economics simply the
«science of wealth». Economics is the study of how societies use scarce resources to produce
valuable commodities and distribute them among people. The major goal of economics is to define
the

most effective way of managing the economic life of the country. The economy means a system of
management, use and control of money, goods and other resources of the country and community.
The economy comprises people, companies, the government of the country, local authorities, and
decisions about prices and wages, what to produce, export, import and other matters. So the
economy is complicated and difficult to predict, but it is important to businesses because changes in
the economy influence all types of business. There are three types of the economy, namely, a
command economy, a market economy and a mixed economy. In those cases when the government
makes economic decisions about production and distribution of goods and services, such type of
economy is

called the command economy. When decisions are made in markets it is called the market
economy. In this case all questions connected with the production
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and consumption are solved by private firms and individuals.

Mixed economies use the elements of market and command. All contemporary societies are mixed
economies.

Economists classify the science of economics into two branches: macroeconomics and
microeconomics. Microeconomics in the modern world means making economic decisions within
the corporation or partnership. Microeconomics deals with people, economic decisions made by
people, businesses — how companies

run their business within their country. In microeconomics we look at which goods are produced,
who produces these goods, and who gets them.

Macroeconomics is the interaction in the economy as a whole; it looks at how the domestic
economy interacts with economies of other countries.

There is a close interconnection between macroeconomics and microeconomics: macroeconomics
outcomes depend on micro behavior, and micro behavior is influenced by macro outcomes.

BUSINESS LETTERS
1) ORDER LETTERS

Planning your order letter is important so that you have all the information you need at hand before
you begin to write. Require clear information about the specific product, the method of payment,
and how and where they should be sent, and any deadlines that apply.

2) LETTER OF APPLICATION

In a letter of application, you are really promoting yourself and selling your skills. You want to
interest the audience (the reader) in your qualifications so that he/she will think you are right for the
job. The real purpose of a letter of application is to get a job interview.

3) LETTER TO THE EDITOR

Letters-to-the-editor are really a persuasive expository essay written in a letter format. Because you
are trying to change attitudes, this kind of letter requires a lot of thought, planning, and in some
cases research to find convincing facts. Start with a statement that tells what issue the letter is about,
followed by a clear statement of your opinion. Then provide a number of body paragraphs that give
background information and convincing supports for your opinion. End the letter with a summary, a
hope that something can be done, or a suggestion for change.

4) LETTERS OF INQUIRY AND REQUEST

Because these kinds of letters need the recipient to respond, it is important to write them in such a
way that you get a favourable response.

5)

At first, letters of request may look easy, but they require the same kind of thought, planning, and
revision as any good composition. If your question is worded vaguely, the reader may have to guess
what you want. If you ask too forcefully for something, the reader may be offended and ignore your
letter completely or put off doing anything about it. The purpose of this kind of letter is to get
someone, whom you probably don’t know, to do you a favour. Often in cases like these, stating the
reason for your request or showing how the recipient can benefit from it can be persuasive. A
successful request letter, therefore, demands good clear questions and a polite, persuasive tone. If
you have several questions, it is acceptable to present them in a numbered list.

5) RESPONSE LETTERS

When you can provide what the writer has asked for, you are bringing “good news” in your
response. The body of a “yes” response letter should acknowledge the request and include an
exceptions to the request.

6) LETTERS OF COMPLAINT

The best complaint letters do not sound complaining or angry. Even though you may be upset and
frustrated by the time you decide you need to write a letter, abuse and insults will certainly mean
that your problem will go to the bottom of the pile and may even be ignored altogether. A good
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complaint letter states your problem calmly and if possible suggests a reason why it is in the
company’s best interest to deal positively with your situation.

PERSONAL LETTERS

7) FRIENDLY LETTERS

When you write to a friend to exchange news and “catch-up” on the latest news, the letter is written
in casual language. You write as if you were speaking to the friend. Although the letter may be to
someone who knows you well, it is important that you spell correctly, write in complete sentences,
and keep your thoughts separate by writing in complete sentences and paragraphs, indenting at the
beginning of each paragraph. Grammar, spelling, capitalization, and punctuation count as well. You
want the reader to understand what you mean to say.

8) THANK-YOU NOTES

Thank-you notes, another type of personal letter, are sent as a courtesy to thank someone for his or
her thoughtfulness or kindness. After receiving a gift, flowers, or a favour, sending a thank-you note
lets the sender know you received the gift, noticed the favour, or appreciated his/her kindness. The
thank-you note should be sent as soon as possible after receiving the gift or favour. Thank-you
notes follow the same format as friendly letters and in general should be handwritten. Depending on
who will receive the letter, you may use decorative note paper.

9) LETTERS OF CONDOLENCE

Another type of personal letter, a letter of condolence, is sent to express sympathy for something
that has happened to the reader of the letter or to someone close to him/her. This is probably the
most difficult of all personal letters to write. You will want to console the reader without increasing
his/her sorrow. When writing letters of condolence, start by telling why you are writing the letter.
Then, tell how you feel about the situation. Express your sympathy. Keep the letter as simple as
possible.
10) LETTERS OF REGRET
If you are unable to attend a function, particularly one for which you have received a written
invitation, a letter of regret is not only polite, but usually expected. The letter you write should be
warm and friendly. In many cases, you may want to explain why you are not able to attend. Be sure
to thank the person for the invitation and let them know you appreciated it.
