TEXT 1. Principles of Engine Operation
Most of farm engines are of four stroke type but there are some smaller engines of two-
stroke type. We use the two-stroke cycle diesel engines on some farm tractors.

The most important factor which provides the engine's greatest efficiency is
proper maintenance. If the engine has proper maintenance and operates at proper
lemperatures it will give the greatest efficiency, long engine life and low operation cost.

There are four operations in the four-stroke cycle. They are intake stroke,
compression stroke, power stroke and exhaust stroke.

Intake. When the crankshaft rotates it moves the piston down the cylinder by
means of the connecting rod. The piston draws the air and fuel into the cylinder.
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Compression. The piston moves LIP, the valve closes and the piston compresses
the air between the piston and the cylinder head. The temperature of the compressed air
is very high.

Power. At this moment the fuel is injected into the compressed air of the cylinder.
The fuel mixes with the compressed air. The head of the compressed air ignites the
mixture. The burning of this mixture provides power and this power forces the piston
down. This is power stroke.

Exhaust. The piston is at the end of the stroke. The exhaust valve opens and the
piston forces out the burn gases.

In diesel engines the heat of the highly compressed air ignites the fuel and in
gasoline engines the electric spark ignites it.

All modern tractors may be divided into agricultural, industrial, transportation and
special. One descriptive classification, listed below, is based on steering method, the
arrangement of the frame, and traction members.

1. Crawler tractor;
2. Standard;

3. High clearance tractor;
4. Utility tractor;

5. Universal tractor;
6. Tree skidder;

7. Skid-steer loader;

8. Four-wheel drive tractor with smaller front steering wheels;

9. Four-wheel drive tractor with equalized front and rear steering wheel;

10.  Four-wheel drive tractor with equalized wheels and articulated frame steering.

THE CRAWLER TRACTOR is rather important today. It is usually used on a very
soft soil or where stability of a wheel tractor is a problem. For example, it may be a
special-purpose crawler tractor intended for skidding piles of logs partially loaded with
either tops or butts upon the loader plate for further transportation. With aid of a
hydraulic operated pusher the tractor can be used for butts equalizing, preparing the
packages for loading areas.

THE STANDARD TRACTOR was developed primarily for traction. It is char-
acterized by a drive through the two rear wheels, with a centre of gravity located at
approximately one third of the wheel base ahead of the rear axles. The standard tractor is
sometimes called a western tractor. In many cases, it does not differ from a row-crop
tractor.

HIGH CLEARANCE TRACTORS are designed especially for crops that require
extra clearance.
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UTILITY TRACTORS generally have less clearance than standard tractors. They
are used for many jobs and are often equipped with a front loader. A typical use for such
a tractor is cleaning.

UNIVERSAL TRACTORS are designed for many jobs. The universal tractor not
only carries the implements but also furnishes the power.

THE TREE-SKIDDER is a four-wheel drive tractor developed especially for
moving tree trunks out of the forest to an area where they can be loaded onto trucks. The
tree skidder is a combination of an agricultural and industrial tractor.

THE SKID-STEER TRACTOR was developed especially for industrial use. The
name "skid-steer" comes from the method of turning, which is exactly like that of a
crawler tractor. The wheels on one side are braked causing the tractor to skid in order to
turn.

A FOUR-WHEEL DRIVE TRACTOR with smaller front wheels is simply a
standard tractor with the front wheels being driven by mechanical or hydraulic power.
This type of tractor falls between the standard and the four-wheel-drive tractor. Four-
wheel-drive tractor or simply 4WD tractor has been developed so as to be able to
produce more drawbar power. The power output of 4WD tractor varies in USA 300 kw
(133-400 h/p). Four-wheel-drive tractor can be steered by pivoting the tractor in the
centre (frame steer) or steering wheels. This 4WD tractor shows such features as
articulated frame steering, wet disk brakes, power steering, 12-speed transmission and
special type cab. The design and performance of tractors have changed considerably
since the first tractor tests. Modern tractors continue to have a greater power- to-mass
ratio, which results in the tractors traveling faster. It is also clear that the power output of
tractors has continued to increase. Tractor manufacturers continue to increase the size
and power of their tractors.

Internal combustion is the process of the burning of fuel within the engine. The
fuel burns within the engine and provides forces. These forces provide the engine power.
Internal combustion engines have stationary, rotary and reciprocating parts.

Stationary Engine Parts. The stationary engine parts are the cylinder block, the
crankcase and the cylinder head.

The cylinder block is one of the basic parts of the engine. The process of

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combustion takes place within the cylinders. Tractor engines have some cylinders. The
crankcase is a part of the cylinder block. It supports the crankshaft and the camshaft and
keeps the lubricating oil near the engine parts.

The cylinder heads close the cylinders. The cylinders and the cylinder heads form
the combustion chambers. The burning of fuel takes place within the combustion
chambers.

Rotary Engine Parts. Rotary engine parts are the crankshaft, the flywheel and the
camshatft.

The crankshaft changes reciprocating motion of pistons to rotary motion. The
camshaft opens the valves of the engine.

TEXT 4. The Systems of the Internal Combustion Engine

Fuel, ignition, cooling and lubricating systems are used in order to provide the proper
operation of the internal combustion engine.

In the fuel system of the gasoline engine a carburettor is used in order to mix air and fuel and
deliver this mixture to the engine. The diesel engine is equipped with a high-pressure pump. The
basic parts of the diesel engine fuel system are an air cleaner, fuel filters, fuel injection pump and
fuel injectors.

In order to provide an electric spark for the ignition of the fuel-air mixture a spark ignition
engine may have magneto ignition or battery ignition. The battery ignition system is an electric
device that transforms the voltage of 6 to 12 volt batteries to 15000 or 20000 volts and delivers it to
the spark plug in order to ignite the fuel charge. The magneto ignition system has the same
functions.

The internal combustion engine burns the fuel inside the cylinders to produce power. The
heat produced on the power stroke of the diesel engine may be as high as 1600 F that is why the
engine must have a good cooling system.

Engines are cooled by liquid and air-cooling systems. The thermosiphon and forced
circulation systems are the most commonly used systems. The forced circulation system is more
common on farm tractors because it is efficient and easily controlled. Air cooling systems are on
small engines and on some power units. The air flow cools the hot surfaces.

The lubricating oil produces a film between the working surfaces of metal parts and reduces
friction and wear. It also absorbs some heat.

Text 5. Mechanization of agriculture

At the beginning of the 20 th century mechanization of such basic processes as ploughing,
sowing, grain- harvesting was still by no means complete. Now we can say that it is. The thing now
is the full-scale mechanization of jobs requiring more intricate machinery, such as harvesting of
sugar-beets, cotton, potatoes, mowing of hay crops, silaging and livestock care.

Today our collective and state farms are able to obtain high yields of crops and animal
produce because they work in close contact with science.

At the dawn of history we find man practicing the most elementary methods of modifying
soil conditions. He broke up the surface and prepared a seed-bed, using for this purpose the most
primitive of all cultivating devices, a digging implement like a hoe. In early times the principal
crops were cereals and flax.

By the 19 th century such a complexity of implements had been introduced as to justify the
term «agricultural machinery». In agriculture, as in industry, the use first of water-power and then
of steam had immensely stimulated the invention of machinery supplementing or replacing manual
labour. A threshing-machine was invented late in the 18'" century and was gradually coming into
use early in the 19'". It was driven by water or wind, sometimes by horse labour and later by steam.
The mowing-machine, the self-binder and the potato-digger had all been developed in the first
instance for horse or manual labour.

Agricultural implements and machines are now very numerous and diversified and may be
divided into five main groups:

prime movers, i. €. engines of all kinds, tractors, etc.

cultivating machinery, including ploughs of all kinds, harrows, rollers, manure-
distributors, drills, etc.

harvesting machinery, including mowers, self-binders, threshing- machines, elevators,
potato-diggers, etc.

stationary or barn machinery, including such food-preparing machines as chaff-cutters,
grinding-mills, root-cutters, etc.

dairy machinery, including milking-machines, separators, sterilizing- machines, etc.

In addition there are some other machines, including sprayers and sheep- shearing machines.

BUSINESS LETTERS
1) ORDER LETTERS
Planning your order letter is important so that you have all the information you need at hand before
you begin to write. Require clear information about the specific product, the method of payment,
and how and where they should be sent, and any deadlines that apply.
2) LETTER OF APPLICATION
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In a letter of application, you are really promoting yourself and selling your skills. You want to
interest the audience (the reader) in your qualifications so that he/she will think you are right for the
job. The real purpose of a letter of application is to get a job interview.

3) LETTER TO THE EDITOR

Letters-to-the-editor are really a persuasive expository essay written in a letter format. Because you
are trying to change attitudes, this kind of letter requires a lot of thought, planning, and in some
cases research to find convincing facts. Start with a statement that tells what issue the letter is about,
followed by a clear statement of your opinion. Then provide a number of body paragraphs that give
background information and convincing supports for your opinion. End the letter with a summary, a
hope that something can be done, or a suggestion for change.

4) LETTERS OF INQUIRY AND REQUEST

Because these kinds of letters need the recipient to respond, it is important to write them in such a
way that you get a favourable response.

5)

At first, letters of request may look easy, but they require the same kind of thought, planning, and
revision as any good composition. If your question is worded vaguely, the reader may have to guess
what you want. If you ask too forcefully for something, the reader may be offended and ignore your
letter completely or put off doing anything about it. The purpose of this kind of letter is to get
someone, whom you probably don’t know, to do you a favour. Often in cases like these, stating the
reason for your request or showing how the recipient can benefit from it can be persuasive. A
successful request letter, therefore, demands good clear questions and a polite, persuasive tone. If
you have several questions, it is acceptable to present them in a numbered list.

5) RESPONSE LETTERS

When you can provide what the writer has asked for, you are bringing “good news” in your
response. The body of a “pes” response letter should acknowledge the request and include an
exceptions to the request.

6) LETTERS OF COMPLAINT

The best complaint letters do not sound complaining or angry. Even though you may be upset and
frustrated by the time you decide you need to write a letter, abuse and insults will certainly mean
that your problem will go to the bottom of the pile and may even be ignored altogether. A good
complaint letter states your problem calmly and if possible suggests a reason why it is in the
company’s best interest to deal positively with your situation.

PERSONAL LETTERS

7) FRIENDLY LETTERS

When you write to a friend to exchange news and “catch-up” on the latest news, the letter is written
in casual language. You write as if you were speaking to the friend. Although the letter may be to
someone who knows you well, it is important that you spell correctly, write in complete sentences,
and keep your thoughts separate by writing in complete sentences and paragraphs, indenting at the
beginning of each paragraph. Grammar, spelling, capitalization, and punctuation count as well. You
want the reader to understand what you mean to say.

8) THANK-YOU NOTES

Thank-you notes, another type of personal letter, are sent as a courtesy to thank someone for his or
her thoughtfulness or kindness. After receiving a gift, flowers, or a favour, sending a thank-you note
lets the sender know you received the gift, noticed the favour, or appreciated his/her kindness. The
thank-you note should be sent as soon as possible after receiving the gift or favour. Thank-you
notes follow the same format as friendly letters and in general should be handwritten. Depending on
who will receive the letter, you may use decorative note paper.

9)  LETTERS OF CONDOLENCE

Another type of personal letter, a letter of condolence, is sent to express sympathy for something
that has happened to the reader of the letter or to someone close to him/her. This is probably the
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most difficult of all personal letters to write. You will want to console the reader without increasing
his/her sorrow. When writing letters of condolence, start by telling why you are writing the letter.
Then, tell how you feel about the situation. Express your sympathy. Keep the letter as simple as
possible.
10) LETTERS OF REGRET
If you are unable to attend a function, particularly one for which you have received a written
invitation, a letter of regret is not only polite, but usually expected. The letter you write should be
warm and friendly. In many cases, you may want to explain why you are not able to attend. Be sure
to thank the person for the invitation and let them know you appreciated it.
