ORDER LETTERS
Planning your order letter is important so that you have all the information you need at hand before
you begin to write. Require clear information about the specific product, the method of payment,
and how and where they should be sent, and any deadlines that apply.
LETTER OF APPLICATION
In a letter of application, you are really promoting yourself and selling your skills. You want to
interest the audience (the reader) in your qualifications so that he/she will think you are right for the
job. The real purpose of a letter of application is to get a job interview.
LETTER TO THE EDITOR
Letters-to-the-editor are really a persuasive expository essay written in a letter format. Because you
are trying to change attitudes, this kind of letter requires a lot of thought, planning, and in some
cases research to find convincing facts. Start with a statement that tells what issue the letter is
about, followed by a clear statement of your opinion. Then provide a number of body paragraphs
that give background information and convincing supports for your opinion. End the letter with a
summary, a hope that something can be done, or a suggestion for change.
LETTERS OF INQUIRY AND REQUEST
Because these kinds of letters need the recipient to respond, it is important to write them in such a
way that you get a favourable response.
At first, letters of request may look easy, but they require the same kind of thought, planning, and
revision as any good composition. If your question is worded vaguely, the reader may have to
guess what you want. If you ask too forcefully for something, the reader may be offended and
ignore your letter completely or put off doing anything about it. The purpose of this kind of letter is
to get someone, whom you probably don’t know, to do you a favour. Often in cases like these,
stating the reason for your request or showing how the recipient can benefit from it can be
persuasive. A successful request letter, therefore, demands good clear questions and a polite,
persuasive tone. If you have several questions, it is acceptable to present them in a numbered list.
5)RESPONSE LETTERS
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When you can provide what the writer has asked for, you are bringing “good news” in your
response. The body of a “pes” response letter should acknowledge the request and include an
exception to the request.

6) LETTERS OF COMPLAINT

The best complaint letters do not sound complaining or angry. Even though you may be upset and
frustrated by the time you decide you need to write a letter, abuse and insults will certainly mean
that your problem will go to the bottom of the pile and may even be ignored altogether. A good
complaint letter states your problem calmly and if possible suggests a reason why it is in the
company’s best interest to deal positively with your situation.

PERSONAL LETTERS

7) FRIENDLY LETTERS

When you write to a friend to exchange news and “catch-up” on the latest news, the letter is
written in casual language. You write as if you were speaking to the friend. Although the letter
may be to someone who knows you well, it is important that you spell correctly, write in complete
sentences, and keep your thoughts separate by writing in complete sentences and paragraphs,
indenting at the beginning of each paragraph. Grammar, spelling, capitalization, and punctuation
count as well. You want the reader to understand what you mean to say.

8) THANK-YOU NOTES

Thank-you notes, another type of personal letter, are sent as a courtesy to thank someone for his or
her thoughtfulness or kindness. After receiving a gift, flowers, or a favour, sending a thank-you
note lets the sender know you received the gift, noticed the favour, or appreciated his/her kindness.
The thank-you note should be sent as soon as possible after receiving the gift or favour. Thank-you
notes follow the same format as friendly letters and in general should be handwritten. Depending
on who will receive the letter, you may use decorative note paper.

9) LETTERS OF CONDOLENCE

Another type of personal letter, a letter of condolence, is sent to express sympathy for something
that has happened to the reader of the letter or to someone close to him/her. This is probably the
most difficult of all personal letters to write. You will want to console the reader without
increasing his/her sorrow. When writing letters of condolence, start by telling why you are writing
the letter. Then, tell how you feel about the situation. Express your sympathy. Keep the letter as
simple as possible.

10) LETTERS OF REGRET

If you are unable to attend a function, particularly one for which you have received a written
invitation, a letter of regret is not only polite, but usually expected. The letter you write should be
warm and friendly. In many cases, you may want to explain why you are not able to attend. Be sure
to thank the person for the invitation and let them know you appreciated it.

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AGRICULTURAL LAND USE

Land use planning can be defined as the systematic assessment of land and water potential,
alternative systems of land use and other physical, social and economic conditions. The purpose is
to select and adopt land use options which are the most beneficial to land users without degrading
the resources or the environment, together with the selection of measures most likely to encourage
such land uses.

In the broadest meaning of the term, land use planning deals with planning for all types of land use
(rural, urban, industrial, recreational, etc.). Land use planning involves many aspects of planning
such as designing planning options, evaluation of feasibility (economic, environmental, social
impact assessment), providing assistance to decision maker, implementation and monitoring of
plans.

Rural land use planning is concerned with all (economic) activities in rural areas, such as
agriculture, pastoralism, forestry, wildlife conservation and tourism. Besides evaluation of the
potential of different activities, rural land use planning assists in resolving conflicts of interests
between groups of land users.

Some of the key aspects of agricultural land use planning are physical and socio-economic ones.
Physical aspects involve land evaluation (mapping, analysis, suitability matching), identification of
opportunities for change (improve existing land use system, suggest new land use systems), natural
resources management (sustainable land use systems).

The objectives of socio-economic aspects include identification of target groups, weighting options
and connection with other administration/planning. Such land legislation as access to land,
ownership of resources, land reforms are also included in socio-economic aspects as well as training
technical staff, farmers and financial framework like credit schemes and products marketing.

Land is a limited resource and the misuse of land can lead to such problem as non-sustainable land
use: processes of overexploitation (overgrazing, deforestation, erosion hazard).

We need to conserve land resources for future use through sustainable land uses. For successful
land use planning it is important to determine the best use of the land. It is necessary to take into
consideration efficiency, equity, acceptability and sustainability of the land.

Today we often say that we live in an age of science and technology. In recent years, scientific and
technological developments have drastically changed live on our planet as well as our views both of
ourselves as individuals in society and of the Universe as whole.
Today, science and technology are closely related. Many modern technologies such as nuclear
power and space flights depend on science and the application of scientific knowledge and
principles. Each advance in pure science creates new opportunities for the development of new
ways of making things to be used in daily life.

YELLOWSTONE NATIONAL PARK
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A national park is a large piece of land, where animals are free to come and go. People go to a
national park to enjoy nature. Many people stay in campgrounds in national parks. They also walk
on trails or paths in the park. On a gate at the entrance of Yellowstone, a sign says, «For the Benefit
and Enjoyment of the people».

Yellowstone is the United States” first and most famous national park. This large wilderness area is
very high in the Rocky Mountains of the north-western US. It includes large areas of Montana,
Wyoming and Idaho.

Yellowstone became the world’s first national park in 1872. Although millions of people visit the
park, the land is still unchanged — still a wilderness. The valley of the Yellowstone River has
beautifully colored rocks and three large waterfalls. In the valley you can come across moose, large
deer-like animals, or buffalo eating grass along the shores of Lake Yellowstone. The high
mountains around Yellowstone are covered with evergreen forests. Great grizzly bears live there.
Yellowstone is famous for its geysers. These holes in the ground shoot hot water into the air. There
are about seventy geysers in the park. The most famous is Old Faithful. About every hour Old
Faithful shoots hot water hundreds of feet into the air. In winter Yellowstone Park is covered with
heavy snow. With clouds of steam above geysers and snow all around, Yellowstone's hot springs
look even more spectacular.

Two-and-half million people visit this beautiful park each year. Park rangers give information to
visitors. They also take care of the park.

COLORS IN NATURE

Beauty in nature is seen everywhere. Nature is full of colors. Nature is full of color. Plants, animals,
birds and insects have many beautiful colors. Color, however, for animals, birds, and insects not
only for beauty. It means life to them because it helps them hide from their enemies.

Birds, for example, use their color to tell other birds to stay away from their nests. They sing and
move their wings to show their colors as a warning to the other birds. One kind of butterfly is
orange and black. It has a bad taste to the birds. Once a bird eats this kind of butterfly it remembers
the bad taste. After that, it will never eat another orange and black butterfly. Some moths use color
to make birds afraid of them. The color or the mark on the moth’s body is sign to a bird. The bird
sees the color or the marks and doesn't eat the moth! One kind of fish changes its color. The color is
the same as the surrounding sea plants or rocks. Then the fish's enemy can't see it. Color is very
important to nature's animals, birds, and insects. Often it can save their lives.

SEQUOIA

Sequoias, or redwood trees, grow in the western of United States, mostly in California and Oregon.
Sequoias are some of the oldest living things on earth. They are also among the biggest. They often
grow more than 30 meters high.

To tell the age of a tree it is necessary to cut it down. The trunk of the tree has rings. There is a ring
for each year of life of the tree. By counting the rings, people can learn the age of a tree. Some
sequoias have more 3000 rings. Sequoias are evergreen trees and their bark is very tough. It is about
15 centimeters thick and almost fireproof. The fireproof bark has helped sequoias live through
many fires.

BOTANICAL GARDEN IN LONDON
There are eighty parks in London, large and small. Three of them are in the centre of the city: Hyde
Park, Regent’s Park and St. James's Park. The others are in different parts of London. London is a
very green city.
In the south-west London, near the river Thames there is a fantastic park of Great Britain — the Kew
Gardens. It is a botanical garden. All year round you see lots of flowers there because Kew gets its
plants — 100000 different plants — from almost all countries of the world. The plants which like hot
weather live in greenhouses, for example, palms grow in the palm house. Another house, which
people like to visit, is the cactus house. Cactuses came here from desert where month after month it
doesn't rain.
There are hundreds of different trees in 120 hectares of Kew. Some of the trees are 200 years old.
The workers of the garden planted them when Kew was quite young. In some countries some trees
become scarce. The workers of Kew go to these countries and come back with seeds of these trees
and plant them at Kew. Thus the trees which are few in the world live in this garden.
Kew is important for men who are fond of nature, trees and flowers, and for young men who are
going to study botany and gardening. Every year sixty young men from all over the world come
here for the three-year-course of gardening at Kew.
In three museums of Kew visitors see timber from the trees of many countries, food plants,
medicine plants and industrial plants. 300 people work at Kew. In fine weather about 20000 people
a day come to visit Kew.
